2. Given the gene can have several transcripts, if you are looking at this gene:

c) Or, instead of a transcript been chosen automatically, should this link be disabled until the user selects a transcript from the " Transcripts " panel on the gene page? (which has a list of all  transcripts for this gene)
d) Instead of a transcript been chosen automatically, the first time you click on this link, it should display all the available transcripts for this gene.  You need click to select the transcript you want to view ?
